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Benefits of Thru-Cuts

Improved Safety - Reduces the number of points where
vehicles cross paths

Increased Efficiency - Reduces traffic signal phases by
redirecting the side street through movements, which
reduces delay and increases capacity

Cost-effective - Is more cost-effective than adding lanes to
